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Nov, therefore, the Prines instrucis the sald functionaries, Fei-Sze-Lue and Heh-Toh, that
it will be their duty, officiating as Inspectors of affairs in accordance with the Treaties; not
allowing Foreigners to sell gonds for Chinege, or the goods of Chinese ta by clandestinely
incinded in Toveign eargoes, with a view to the commisgion of frauds; distinguishing
carefullv Tmports from Fxports, and Native from Foreign Produce, and preventing the one
being confounded with the other,

It will be their duty to repors quarterly the amounts of Dyties and Tonnage Dues collaeted,
together with the expenses of collection; their statements must he truthful, perspienous, and
accurate, and should be wansmitted in duplicate, one copy being for the Board of Revenus,
and the other for the Foreign Offica. |

It will be their duty, inasuch as it is Impossible for the Chiness Government to form
an eftunate of the nerits of the different Commissionors and other Foreigners employed in
the public service, to take cognisuner of the same and make examination’ and inspection

from thue to tins,
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Ap regards the salaries 40 b paid and the sums to be expended, the Chinese Superinten-
dent of Customns and the Inspectors Gieneral will proceed conjoinfly to delermine the sama

For the transaction of all business connected with the various classes of Foreign merchant
